3. Starters will still see the numbers just as clearly as the bikes  
approach because the front number plate has not changed. Secondly, scoring can

The start for Wave 2 will be designated by a second starter on the grid (using a  
flag start) and delayed 2 to 5 seconds from Wave 1's start. "  
 
Reason for proposed change: 
"For grids of more than 30 riders, the general consensus is that a two wave  
start is safer. In general, the 'two wave start trial' this year has been  
effective. However, there is too much work involved to grid by any other  
priority besides season to date points. In order to create as little overhead  
work as possible, it seems appropriate to establish a simple policy and allow  
for certain exceptions (such as visiting racers or known club racers that have  
proven fast lap times but for varying reasons do not have the appropriate  
points).  
 
Also, there has been confusion on gridding positions for 2 wave races primarily  
due to changing grid sheets and inconsistencies between the grid board and grid  
sheets.

4. Formula 6/100 [or other name to be determined]  
a. A class for machines that are 6 or more years old and grouped by power-to-  
weight ratio for a three wave start.  
b. See Section U for further clarification.  
 
[Then renumber existing para's 4 thru 9]  
 
Insert the following after Section T: -  
 
SECTION U - FORMULA 6/100 REGULATIONS  
 
1. Eligible machines for this class are those that satisfy all of the following  
requirements: -  
a. Six years old and older (model year).  
b. Have an ñadjusted power outputò (APO) of less than 100 rear wheel horse  
power (rwhp).  
 
2. Machines in this class will be divided into three groups: -  
a. Group 1 is for machines having an APO of 70 rwhp or less. Group 1 will be  
the first group to start.  
b. Group 2 is for machines having an APO of between 71 and 85 rwhp. Group 2  
will start 20 seconds after Group 1.  
c. Group 3 is for machines having an APO of between 86 and 100 rwhp. Group 3  
will start 40 seconds after Group 1.  
Start intervals are for a 10 lap race. In the event of a shortened race the  
intervals will be adjusted in direct proportion to the intended length of the  
race.  
 
3. Starts: -  
a. Entrants will be gridded in three waves corresponding to the three groups.  
b. Estab lished wave starting procedures will be employed, but a stop watch must  
be used to ensure an accurate start interval between groups.  
c. The riders in each wave will raise their left hand until the group  
immediately ahead of them has started.  
d. If a machine stalls on the line or otherwise fails to start immediately, the  
rider must quickly move his machine to the wall on the right hand side of the  
start/finish area to avoid delaying the start of the next wave.  
 
 
4. Results & Scoring: -  
Finishing positions are determined by the order in which the riders complete the  
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required number of laps (as per any other race) regardless of which group they  
started in.  
Points awarded in this class do not count toward overall standings.  
 
5. APO is defined as the measured rwhp of the machine with adjustments for the  
following:-  
a. Combined weight of the machine (dry tank) and rider.  
b. Age of the machine. Being the average age of the frame and crankcases as  
defined by the frame and engine numbers.  
 
6. APO is calculated as: -  
APO = Measured rwhp + (600 - Combined weight of machine and rider in full riding  
gear (lbs))/7 - (Age of machine) x 0.75.  
 
a. Each rider will establish, or estimate, and declare the APO of their machine  
to the class secretary at the beginning of the season or before their first race  
in the class in any season.  
 
b. Failure to declare an APO will not prevent the rider from entering and  
racing in the class, but they will be gridded, by default, in group 3.  
 
c. Having declared an APO and requested a starting group a rider may  
subsequently revise the APO downwards and/or move to an earlier starting group.  
They may not revise upwards and/or move to a later starting group. (this to  
prevent a rider from under estimating APO early in the season (to their  
advantage) and then claiming an APO increase to avoid detection later in the  
season). An upward change may be allowed under exceptional circumstances or if a  
rider introduces a new machine (frame and/or engine number change).  
 
 
7. Red Flagged or otherwise shortened Race:-  
In the event of a race being ended prematurely by e.g. a red flag: The race  
result will be determined by calculation as follows: -  
a. Each riderôs accumulated race time is established, being: -  
(Time to last lap completed) ï (Start Interval/10) x Laps Remaining  
Where start interval = 0 for group 1, 20 for group 2 & 40 for group 3.  
b. Each riderôs average lap time is calculated, being: -  
Average lap time = Accumulated race time/ Number of laps completed.  
c. Finishing order is determined by the lowest average lap time.  
 
 
8. Protests  
a. A rider may protest another rider/machine on the grounds that the machine  
has an APO higher than the limit for the group in which it has started a race.  
 
b. The protestin g rider must take responsibility for getting the protested  
machine to a  
WMRRA approved dyno facility and returning it to the protested rider's home  
address within 30 hours of the end of the race day on which the protest is made.  
(So, don't protest someone from Idaho at a Pacific Raceways round!)  
 
c. The protested rider has the right to take their own machine to the dyno  
facility.  
 
d. Once the protested rider has ridden the protested machine in the last race  
in which it is entered that weekend, WMRRA can impound it and keep it in the  
tech inspection area until the protesting rider is able to take charge of it.  
WMRRA tech inspectors will also weigh the protested machine and rider and record  
frame and engine numbers.  
 
e. Whoever transports the protested machine to the dyno facility must provide a  
suitable enclosed trailer with secure tie-downs etc. With the protested machine  
loaded in the trailer WMRRA officials will loc k the trailer using locks for  
which only WMRRA and the approved dyno facilities have keys.  
 
f. The protesting rider must pay all costs including: WMRRA protest fee and  
dyno costs plus a fixed sum to the protested rider if the protested rider  
chooses to take his own machine to the dyno facility.  
 
g. The WMRRA approved dyno facility will inform the class secretary or other  
WMRRA official of the result of the dyno run (measured maximum rear wheel  
horsepower).  
 
h. Class secretary establishes actual APO of the protested machine.  
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i. If the actual APO would require the protested machine to start in a later  
starting group than the one it started in at the time of the protest then the  
protest is deemed to be valid.  
 
j. If the protest is deemed valid then the protested rider must reimburse the  
protesting rider all his costs before they are allowed to compete in any further  
WMRRA event.  
 
k. The protested rider lose s all points and any trophies that have been awarded  
to them in the class throughout the season."  
 
Reason for proposed change:  
"1/ The TFS class has been popular, but in recent years entries have fallen  
steadily. I believe this is largely because the minimum age of bikes eligible  
for TFS has been allowed to increase from 6 years in 1999 to 9 years in 2007.  
 
2/ This rule change introduces a new class to replace TFS and I believe that it  
embodys some of the better ideas put forward for the original existence of the  
TFS class: -  
a. To provide a class that caters for less experienced and less competitive  
riders (those that might normally run in the back half of the field in the ñ  
modernòclasses).  
b. To provide a class that favors and extends the competitive life of readily  
available, recent machines.  
 
3/ Additionaly this change addresses the problem of allowing superbike spec  
machines to run in a class where the majority could be expected to be to  
supersport or close to supersport spec (as per current TFS).

WMRRA need  
only provide the facility for impounding a protested bike until the end of the  
race day, for weighing the protested bike and rider and for recording engine and  
frame numbers.  
 
c. This class should have a ñsecretaryò: a volunteer, not necessarily a  
WMRRA official. The secretary could be appointed by and report to one of the  
rider reps. The secretaryôs function would be purely administrative. They  
would be the point of contact for entrants, he/she would collect and record the  
following data for each entrant: -  
i. Name, race number and contact information.  
ii. Declared APO.  
iii. Requested starting group.  
iv. Frame and engine numbers.  
 
d. The class secretary will use the data collected to compile a list showing  
each rider under their starting group. The list will be used by  
registration/scoring when drawing-up the grid for a race. The list will allow  
the existing registration form and registration process to remain as-is.  
 
e. Results from a race that runs its full distance will be handled by scoring  
just like the results from any other race. In the event that a race is ended  
prematu rely the class secretary will use data provided by scoring to calculate  
the result of the race.  
 
f. The class secretary will oversee any protests, receiving measured rwhp from  
the WMRRA approved dyno facility and machine/rider weight and engine and frame  
numbers from WMRRA tech. The secretary will use this info to determine actual  
APO. The secretary will report the result of the protest through the supervising  
rider rep "

Any team who  
does not comply with this may be fined no less than $50 and may be docked laps depending  
on the severity of the infraction. Machines on the track at the time of the red flag will  
proceed onto pit lane and park directly across from their pit. When the rider comes in due  
to a red flag - one crewmember is allowed across pit lane with the stand, more than one  
crewmember will result in fines. As soon as the bike is on the stand the rider and crewmember 
must immediately cross back to the other side of pit lane. You may put a cover over the bike 
(one crewmember is allowed at the bike - not at same time as the stand crewmember - if you need 
help ask an official). NO ONE (other than a race official) may touch any machine during the red 
flag other than to assist the unloading of a crashed bike from the crash truck or at the 
\ direction of an official, any bike brought in will be dropped either in the teams pit 
or across pit lane at the discretion of the officials. Tire reps are permitted to examine 
the tires of the machines across pit lane. When first call is given for the restart one crew 
member and the rider (you may switch riders) are allowed to cross to the machine and remove 
the stand/start the bike. If you need more than one crewmember to push start your machine 
- put a starter on it. All machines that were running on the track at the time of the red 
flag must take the restart. You do not have to take the warm up lap. You do not have to 
take your grid spot (you can start from the back of the field or pit lane). You are considered 
to have taken the restart when you cross the start/finish line if you start on the track 
or exit the pits if you start from the pits. If you do no take the start you will be penalized 
one lap. Work on the bikes may begin/resume when the first green flag has been given for the restart. 
Teams may prepare for this by having fuel cans, parts, tools etc. waiting (this includes prepping 
or stripping the parts bike) but cannot touch the machine until the flag is thrown. Any violation of 
this rule must be witnessed by an official for a penalty to be levied, WMRRA may use a video camera for 
surveillance of the pit area. The validity of the videotape will be determined by WMRRA officials."

"Part of endurance racing is pit stops. During a pit stop not only fueling occurs but also inspection 
of the bike for needed repairs (crash or otherwise) or adjustments. Allowing a team to closely inspect

If a bike is 
started from hot pit and did not perform any sighting lap then the 1 lap penalty will not be assessed and the bike will 
be released from hot pits after all of the bikes on track have left cleanly from the start. The bike must remain at 
the teams assigned pit location until released. All bikes in the pits will be released at the same time." 
 
Reason for proposed change: 
"The purpose of this change is to formalize the starting procedure for endurance racing. If a competitor has to sit on 
the grid for 15mins before the start of the race then their tires will cool down and become a safety risk for the start 
of the race. The start of an endurance race can be important if there are multiple evenly matched teams out there. 
 
So the idea is to give people a way to get to the grid so they are on the grid ready for the race start, so that is the 
first sighting lap. It is more of a parade lap but since there is no TV camera's to wave to it doesn't make sense to call 
it that. Then people can run their tire warmers while they wait for the start of the race. Then for the second sighting lap 
the idea is for a real sighting lap to get competitors into the swing of things and make any final checks before the start of 
the race. 
 
The griding procedure at that time is the same as normal but the reason for a lap penality is to make sure people get their 
butts back to the start finish and not try to delay the start of the endurance race. 
 
Finally there is a chance a bike isn't ready for the starting grid at the right time, so instead of maybe rushing the crew and 
causing a safety issue due to the length of the race, just let them start from the pit row but make them hold at their pit location 
until after everyone on the grid has got away cleanly. There is no specified time but that is something the starters or race director 
or who ever can make the judgement at that moment."

Proposed new rulebook text: 
"11. Lighting requirements:  
Except during races which will run during the hours of darkness, rule E.25 is in  
effect. For races to be run during the hours of darkness the following rules  
are to be followed with regards to lighting  
 
a) Glass headlight lenses at races running into hours of darkness must be taped  
or covered by plastic covers during daylight hours. Headlights must be uncovered  
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or untaped and lights must be turne d on at the Teamôs last pit stop before  
sunset. The eventôs Race Director will instruct teams of the time window for  
mandatory light illumination at the Ridersô Meeting. Any team not conforming  
to the light rules will be instructed to bring their bike in to correct the  
problem, if the team canôt accomplish this or canôt be contacted then the  
bike will be brought in by the officials.  
b) Any reasonable lighting system will be allowed in races running into hours of  
darkness, but must be approved by the Chief Technical Inspector at the race in  
question. All lighting and wiring must be fitted in a safe and workmanlike  
manner. All headlights must be pointed in a forward direction. Cornering lights  
may be angled outward in a forward direction.  
c) Rear lighting is required in hours of darkness. Rear lighting must be red in  
color and solid on in operation. Reflectors alone are not acceptable. Taillight  
lenses must be taped during hours of daylight. The tape may be removed at the  
last pit stop before sundown and must be replaced at the first pit stop after  
daybreak. Clear packing tape is recommended for taillights in endurance events  
running into darkness only.  
d) Brake lights must be disconnected at all times."  
 
Reason for proposed change:  
"There is a possibility of running an endurance event during the hours of  
darkness. So we should have rules that address this possiblity. The propose  
rule change is based on the endurance lighting rule in the WERA rulebook  
(Chapter 10, section 11).  
 
The focus here is that all lighting systems (headlights and tail lights) are  
inspected by the Chief Tech Inspector to make sure they are safe and bright  
enough to be useful. This likely will lead to some questions of the Chief Tech  
Inspector before a race in darkness but with so many possible setups this makes  
the most sense.  
 
Another key is to not have the rear tail light blink. The blinking is  
distracting and for those who still ride on the street their initial instinct  
might be on one that the race in front of them is slowing down."

The correction will also be forwarded to the club contingency program coordinator 
so that corrections to any contingency paperwork can 
be made and submitted to the contingency sponsors. Any additional scoring 
protests must be submitted in writing and received or postmarked within five 
days following the event. All scoring protests submitted after the initial time 
deadline will be for position and points and contingency awards only. The 
protester forfeits any trophies or monies that would have been awar ded." 
 
Reason for proposed change: 
"This change needs to be made for consistency if the proposed change to Rule  
L-11 is accepted. The current rules effectively requires that a competitor  
immediately proceed to the location where results are posted and wait until the  
results are posted, irrespective of how long scoring takes to post them. Once  
the results are posted and determined to be incorrect, the competitor then has 
less than 30 minutes to complete the protest form, scour the pits to locate  
the competitor who was incorrectly credited with the protestors finishing position, 
obtain that competitors signature on the protest form, and then locate the designated  
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scoring representative to submit the protest. In cases were a competitor is  
running multiple classes, the results in question are at the end of the event  
day, or the results are delayed in being posted, the chances of successfully  
completing these tas ks in 30 minutes are unlikely at best. By changing the  
requirement for obtaining the supporting documentation at t he point of protest,  
increasing the time to protest to one hour, and adding the ability to submit the  
protest to any WMRRA representative at the registration  
location, it is more likely that a competitor can meet the requirements in the time allocated."

NO modifications to the carburator are allowed 
except for jetting changes and needles changes.  
V. Suspension: changes to suspension is allowed, up to and including upgrading suspension from that of OEM specs. 
VI. Ignition systems are without restriction. 
VII. Tires and wheels: Wheels must be a minimum of 17" in diameter up to a maximum of 19" in diameter. 
Wheels must also be a minimum of 2.5" wide. "DOT" or "Slicks" can be used in this class as well as "Rains".

Bellypans are not required for two-stroke 
models, but ARE required for four-stroke models as outlined in the rule book.
